The scholarship funds may be used for tuition, school supplies and
equipment, rent, food, day care and/or transportation costs.

Applications are accepted twice a year and the Winter 2024 school semester
scholarships will be awarded on January 12, 2024.

“Since its establishment, the Victoria Gold/FNNND CBA Scholarship Program
has provided more than 160 scholarships to First Nation of Na-Cho Nyak Dun
citizens for a total disbursement over $160,000,” says Victoria Gold President
